Elementary. Additionally, CCCU donated 118 reams of copy paper to these schools. 

The collected items included composition notebooks, backpacks, pencils, crayons, headphones, glue sticks and 

other essential supplies. Each contribution, regardless of size, helps pave the way for a successful 2024-2025 

school year for many students. CCCU is proud to see the community come together to support education and 

provide students with the tools they need to thrive. 

In addition to the school supplies, CCCU surprised Keller Elementary with a $1,000 donation for the school year. 

Keller is the first school that the credit union partnered with since the launch of the Back-to-School Supply drive 

six years ago.
